SOAPBOX RACE SCRIPT

1. Racers are ready. Track is clear. Previous-run racers are connected to WAITING ATV
2. COUNTDOWN ON RADIO: “5… 4… 3… 2… 1… GO!” ---------------------- START
3. Carts are released. TIMERS start their stop watches (look at each other and synchronize).
4. ATV AT TOP: waits a few seconds, then follows carts down the hill
5. STARTING LINE MANAGER: tells waiting next racers to come to the starting line.
6. ANNOUNCER ON PA: “…and here comes Joey & Sally, looking good” etc.
7. STYLE JUDGES: get into it with the ANNOUNCER and comment / read racer quotes.
8. Racers cross finish line. TIMERS stop their watches. ------------------------------ FINISH
9. WAITING ATV: pulls previous-run carts up hill
10. ANNOUNCER: puts walkie radio up to microphone
11. TIMERS ON RADIO: state Left and Right lane times – everyone hears through PA
12. SCORE TALLY ON PA: confirms times per racer and looks for affirmation
13. ANNOUNCER ON PA: re-states times of each racer
14. TIMERS AND WRANGLERS: get just-finished carts connected to ATV and wait.
15. SCORE TALLY ON PA: declares who is currently in 1st, 2nd and 3rd place
16. ANNOUNCER ON PA: highlights a Sponsor / Vendor / 50-50%, etc.
17. STYLE JUDGES: get into it with banter or short blast of music
18. [bookmark: _GoBack]PULLING ATV: arrives at top of hill with previous-run race carts
19. WAITING ATV: remains at bottom of hill with just-run carts, waiting off-track
20. STARTING LINE MANAGER ON RADIO: next racers are ready
21. ANNOUNCER ON PA: Is the track clear?
22. STARTING / ANNOUNCER: confirm track is clear
23. Return to step 1 above.
